DODGE POND SUMMER CAMP TENT,  LODGE ,  LEAN-TO  
 
Dodge Pond provides tents, lodge accom-

modations, or Adirondack style lean-tos.  

The main lodge is a two-story facility with 

the first floor designed for campers who use 

wheelchairs or have ambulation challenges.  

There are enough bunks in the lodge for 

thirty campers to sleep comfortably.  Each 

counselor is assigned 

specific campers 

who provide 24-hour 

care and supervision.  

Each tent is fully fur-

nished for the com-

fort of our campers. 

Ambulatory and non-ambulatory showers 

and toilets are available in the lodge. For 

the convenience of the campsites, a fully 

equipped shower house and outside facili-

ties are maintained.  The main lodge em-

bodies dining facilities, camp office space, 

health lodge and a lounge for rainy days. 

 

A fully equipped commercial kitchen pro-

vides hot nutritious meals, picnic lunches, 

and adheres to specialized diets.  Within 

easy access to the main lodge are four tent-

ing campsites.  Each campsite has one Adi-

rondack style lean-to for campers to enjoy.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION 

This co-ed camp accepts individuals from 

age eight through twenty-one.  Dodge Pond 

has a capacity of fifty individuals and is 

wheelchair accessible.  Both weeks are fully 

funded by Jefferson and St. Lawrence 

County Rotary Clubs.  Because we are fully 

funded, the camp is free for each child who 

attends.  The first week of camp runs August 

3—August 8, 2009.  The second week of 

camp runs August 10—August 15, 2009. 

PERMITS 

Dodge Pond Inc. obtains a permit to operate 

a Summer Camp from the New York State 

Department of Health.  The camp is required 

to be inspected twice throughout the season 

by DOH and The Office of Mental Retarda-

tion and Developmental Disabilities.
